
A training session for journalists
For many journalists, it is a challenge to report about urban development as it is a complex and 
relatively new issue for the media, similar to environmental issues that were largely unknown by 
journalists 20 years ago.

However, the configuration of the world is becoming increasingly urban. Today, international and 
national media faces the need to professionally cover specific developments in and around cities 
such as transport issues, urban planning, social inclusion or segregation in cities, the rise of cities in 
developing countries, and many more.

This session is an introduction to how the media can contribute to the global debate about 
urban development. Emphasis is put on a hands-on approach such as the use of infographics, 
data analysis and audience-friendly presentations. The session will highlight how many of today’s 
challenges are ‘urban’ and will expand the urban knowledge and information available to 
journalists.
